After one supplier had been exhausted he woalltmdwe next, but even the suppliers onty tsdoken few'. Having noticed that
‘Leach’s Wine Cellar’, our local off-licentéraethsnld single malt whiskies he callsdrimefadvice one day. He was amazed to find tha
Ken Leach (or Uncle Ken as he is known to hedhawjge selection of single malt whisky weny wagwledgeable on the subject. Ken
informed Hervey that he could get a vast adniskied flom a company called Gordon & MaePdrgiesthwhisky merchant in the world),
based in Elgin Scotland.

After their first meeting, Hervey Senior andafen fiven friends, and later, when we begaouo pagpdilar Whisky Tasting Evenings,
Hervey and Ken joined forces to host them, emctitngy to do so to this day.

From those very early days of not really kngtlwving ahout whisky, we now have single me# mimshéering in the hundreds, from a
variety of suppliers. We have learnt a grelbddietieasubject and understand the hard watiguledid passion that goes into making
single malt whisky. Hervey’s interest has dentdappdssion that is shared by his family basl theant that over the years we have mac
some very good friends and seen some very fgsitifucotland.

SINGLE MALT WHISKY MENU

Single Malt Scotch is a type of whisky, disiltagbe distillery in a pot still, usingbradttgdas the only grain ingredient in Scotlaitid. As
any Scotch whisky, a Single Malt Scotch mtifedeérdcotland and matured in oak casKai $moat least three years (most single
malts are matured for longer).

HOW TO TASTE

The Fisherman’s Retreat use a tulip shapeaigmsesigned for ‘nosing’ and ‘tasting’ viigskperof glass will trap the aromas in the
bulbous bottom of the glass and release thdmthibreomll area at the top of the glass.

1. COLOURHold the glass up to a neutral backgrouneeaaddd look at the colour. Colour can giieatiarirof age and wood
finish, however, never trust your eyes. Anyiassumgtte on colour must be confirmed on theladsadh amber coloured whisky
may have been matured in an ex-sherry barmifraniSmay be an older whisky).

2. BODY WEIGHBwirl the whisky around the glass, coatiggsttizosoughly. Then wait, and watch the téamtiraps run down
the side of the glass. If the legs run quickigreHets of them, and they are quite thirs thegbably a light-bodied whisky and/or a
younger whisky. If the legs take a long timeuarstay, then run slowly down the sideasfsthagle are very few of them and they ar
quite thick in appearance, then it may be abeal/whisky and/or an older whisky.

3. NOSE Ensure you nose the whisky more than orfast Mose will be a rush of alcohol, otheedsticactvill follow quickly. Holding
your mouth open slightly when nosing should tadp ipomore of the whisky's aromas.

4. PALATE Have a taste of the whisky. Try to pickfavtoamy you can remember, even though yoingrgdasnose is still doing a
lot of the work. Sometimes you will pick ot dlabe palate that you were not immediagetf awdne nose, and vice versa. Think
about how the whisky feels in your moutlky isnitagith, is it a little syrupy, does igfg@lrtithe tongue?

5. FINISH Does the flavour last a long time? Doepétadigajekly? Is it long and warming, or shatccdry?
6. WATERoptional) - Where possible always try toledeity water at room temperature. Add af spddshto your whisky. Water

will reduce the alcohol content, and raise énattemplightly releasing more of the aromasd\iasee the whisky again and
experience the whisky develop.
